CIVIC EDUCATION PROCESS INVOLVES

acquiring knowledge on society and the rules 

under which it operates; 

forming attitudes and competences for a life 

with others in society  

development of a relevant value system.



CITIZENSHIP COMPONENTS

The citizenship is realized within the nation state 

and has three components 

ðcivil (legal), political and cultural. 



LEGAL COMPONENT

The legal component is first and guarantees 

security, 

property and individual civic liberties. 

From a legal point of view, citizenship is 

objectively 

given to the individual depending on 

circumstances when born. 



POLITICAL COMPONENT

The political dimension of citizenship is the 

legitimate membership in the community 

(local and national) and supposedly 

active participation in political institutions 

and public affairs and in its government. 



CULTURAL COMPONENT

The third dimension is the cultural 

ðcitizenship means to be a member in a 

community, 

which is a source of identity and a citizen is also 

a person with a developed system of values, 

typical for each national society. 



INTERCONNECTION BETWEEN CITIZENSHIP 

COMPONENTS

Owing and realizing rights assumes 

political and public activity and this reinforces 

civic identity, the sense of membership 

and belonging to the community.



LIBERAL MODEL OF CITIZENSHIP

Important but occasionalidentity, a legal status

rather than a fact of everydaylife



THE REPUBLICAN MODEL OF CITIZENSHIP

The citizen in a republican cultureis strongly 

occupied with the political process of setting 

the common good as a priority. He abides the 

law, because it is his law and he actively 

participates in community life, because he is 

deeply attached to the community. Citizenship is 

a system of values, beliefs and a set of public 

activities which one develops throughout life.



GLOBALIZATION

The process of world globalization, the emerging 

world economy, fashion, entertainment, the 

growth of world cooperation, 

the construction of the global network of 

relations between countries, communities, 

institutions and individuals raises the question 

whether the global citizenship is not the 

adequate concept  defining the new condition of 

the citizen. 



GLOBAL CITIZENSHIP

Briefly global citizenship means that each 

inhabitant of the world will be and act as a 

member of the global community, 

increasingly will become a subject of common 

laws and will have common rights, will share 

certain global consciousness and follow 

globally accepted values and norms.



FOUNDATIONS OF GLOBAL CITIZENSHIP

There are not legal foundationsof such a 

citizenship (beyond the acceptance of the 

universal human rights as stated in the 

International Charter of Human Rights), 

There are not necessary political foundations 

in a globalizing but based on the nation states 

world.As well there are not sufficient cultural 

foundations in a world which is like a global 

mosaic of different cultures.



EMERGENCE AND SHAPING OF NATIONAL 

CITIZENSHIP

But if we look back to the period of emergence 

and shaping of the national citizenship we should 

see that this was similarly a slow and a long 

process ðdepending on the  development of the 

national community and of its political 

embodiment ðthe national state, on the even 

more slowly emerging and developing 

national cultures with its values, norms .



IN THE WORLD TODAY

Slow realization of the idea of the universal 

human rights and responsibilities and we are in 

the beginning on the road leading toward the 

universally valid legal frame based on the  

recognition and respect of these human rights.   

Emergence and development of supranational 

political mechanismsfor matching and dealing 

with the global problems.

The process of  development of global sensitivity 

and consciousness and the sense of belonging to 

the global community, to the human kind and the 

adhesion to norms  and values typical for the 

relations of the people not as members of nation 

states, but as representatives of the humanity

spatial and time dimensions. The measure of our 

actions on this planet is in its consequences for 

the lives of the future generations.    



THE CONCEPT OF THE DEMOCRATIC 

CITIZENSHIP

Has a clear supranational dimension. 

Based on voluntary acceptance of more universal 

than strictly national principles and norms; 

on the permanent overcoming of the narrow 

space of family, class, community and even of the 

state and it presupposes a more universal feeling 

for community and multilayer affiliation.



JURGENHABERMAS

Only a democratic citizenship that does not close 

itself off in a particularistic fashion can pave the 

way for a world citizenship.State citizenship and 

world citizenship form continuum whose contours 

at least are already becoming visibleó.



GLOBAL CONSCIOUSNESS

A capacityand inclination to placeour self and

the people,objects, and situations, with whichwe

comeinto contact within the broadermatrix of 

our contemporaryworld. This consciousness is 

based on our ability to see  local experience as a 

show of broader planet development; 

on global understandingor our ability to think 

flexibly and in an informed manner on the worldõs 

broad development.



DEVELOPMENT OF THE GLOBAL SELF

Our perception as global actors or as parts 

of global processes; our feel for global affiliation 

which guides our actions and incites to our civil 

duties. 



EUROPEAN CITIZENSHIP

The process of European unification 

Based on the principles of freedom of movement 

of people,capitaland information, 

Includes creation of general policy, general 

economic market, policies based on the solution 

of common problems 



EUROPEAN CITIZENSHIP

These policies and the government depend on 

the active participation of the EU citizens.

In the same time EU is moving not too fast into 

the direction of ageneral cultural space where 

more and more people do share the same values 

and develop a sense of new affiliation and sense 

of belonging to the European community and its 

development.



EMERGENCE OF LEGAL CITIZENSHIP

What we see is the emergence of legal 

citizenship, which means set of rights, 

responsibilities and obligations by the citizen 

within the European Community as well.



DEVELOPMENT OF AN EUROPEANSENSITIVITY

As for the other dimensions of citizenship 

- social, economic, cultural - they are still 

at an early stage of development. To a similar 

phase is the development of a European 

sensitivity which should lead to a broader sense 

of belonging, of building another more complex 

identity for the European citizen.



GLOBAL CITIZENSHIP AS A GLOBAL LEARNING

From social and cultural point of view 

the global citizenship could be characterized 

as well as a process of global learning and 

global education, which process overgrows 

the narrow limits of social learning 

delineated by the existing communities.

NGO sector which is not surprising because the 

citizens being involved there have been 

participating in more transboundary actions, do 

have more global way of life and have been 

increasingly more mobile than their co-citizens.

DOUBLE NATURE OF GLOBAL CITIZENSHIP

It could not be defined within the old categories 

of national citizenship, but could be defined as 

a dimension of the democratic citizenship. 

It should be clearly stated that the global 

citizenship is not a eurocentristconcept but in 

the pure sense of the word is a concept 

developed in Europe.
